Building Committee Meeting 
Date: 05/14/2024
Where: Town Hall
In Attendance: Chief J. Ventura, Lt. J. Doty, Town Administrator K. Clement, Code Enforcement K. Kaiser, Jared Wright-Ward, Leddy Bedard, Jen Jones
Meeting started 13:34 hours.
Chief requested motion to accept old minutes.  Letty made the motion,  Lt. Doty seconded.  All in favor.
Chief spoke of Weston & Sampson and the feasibility study that has been provided thus far.  HE stated that theya re still working on a final product that should have an approximate price attached to it. That will be attached to the minutes and put on the website when the time comes.
K. Kaiser informed the group that he was able to provide Weston & Sampson with all the information that they should need for said final product.  Much of this information came from the study of Impact Fees.  Per K. Kaiser, the plans that were drawn up for the impact study are “on track” with what was predicted with town growth and the needs of the town.
Chief Ventura shared info on the North Hampton Safety Complex and New town hall projects.  He stated that the safety complex was approximately 8 Million dollars while the town hall was 3 million.  At the last public Q&A session, he provided the figure of 10 million dollars as an estimated cost for the Brentwood Municipal Building Project. The hope is to come in well under that figure. 
Chief then spoke of the main goal of the group is to keep the town informed as to what is going on.  Jen Jones emphasized transparency for this project, as nothing can move forward without town consent. 
Chief spoke of the last public Q&A which was held on June 10th, 2024.  He stated that there were approximately 10 members from the public that showed up.  He was able to ascertain a list of concerns and constructive criticism.  These items included:
· Current location and adding on/fixing it up
· Turning the current building into a stand alone pd facility
· Site location (BRC, Scrabble Rd, FD)
· Adding onto the current FD
· Cost of project
Letty requested a frequently asked questions area to be put on the website.  Lt. Doty will be working with her on that.
Jen Jones requested there be a section on the FAQ about the benefits of a combined facility
Letty mentioned the other projects currently happening in town to also be mentioned if possible
Other items to be noted on FAQ page are:
· Cost/cost projection
· Reasons why current buildings are not adequate/current limitations
· History on current buildings
· Other projects in town
· Growth of the town
· Lack of town tax increases in last 5 years
· Why adding to FD is not feasible
· Recruitment/retention for both departments
Ultimately, as mentioned before, educating the community and being as transparent as possible is a major priority for the group.

Public comment open at 14:21
Jon Morgan was able to provide some insight from a BRC standpoint and speak to the land and visions the rec. committee has.
Dexter Swasey spoke of his concerns as well as concerns from other residents.  The biggest concern is the unknown price.  He would also like to see explanations as to why certain lots wont work for the project such as Scrabble Rd. He stated things like this cause concern for residents.
