At 6:00pm, Jones called the meeting to order.
The Board signed the payroll and accounts payable summary register. 
Artimovich motioned, seconded by Morgan to accept the consent agenda which consisted of public minutes from October 15th, the non-public minutes of October 15th, the treasurer’s report (found at the end of these minutes), and the following building permits:

· Theodore Field, 106 Prescott Road, Plan Examination

· Middler Family Trust, 13 James Circle, Plan Examination

All were in favor. Motion passed.
The Brentwood Police Department was present for the swearing in of Officer Ashley Wood.

At 6:09pm, Jones opened the meeting up to public comment.
Doug Finan, Gove Road, thanked the Board for sending the Brentwood Highwawy Department, Bruce Stevens and himself to the Green SnoPro Training.
Jones closed public comment at 6:11pm.

Woss was present to discuss the new voting machine. Woss explained that she in favor of purchasing the Voting Works machine. Bedard motioned, seconded by Kleinman to approve the purchase of the Voting Works machine for $4,000 with the use of ARPA funds, all in favor, motion carried.
The Board discussed the new Health Trust rates. Artimovich moved to accept the 8% GMR, seconded by Kleinman, all in favor, motion carried.

Chief Bird and Captain Cynewski were present to discuss the mutual aid contract, it has been reviewed by Primex. This discussion item was tabled until more information is available. 

Captain Cynewski explained to the Board the Department would like to purchase 2 mechanical CPR devices, 1 for each ambulance. Morgan joined the meeting by phone at 6:40pm, Artimovich motioned seconded by Bedard to allow Morgan to participate remotely, Artimovich – aye; Kleinman – aye; Bedard – aye; Jones – aye, motion carries. After some discussion Artimovich motioned, seconded by Bedard to approve the purchase of 2 mechanical CPR machines for $56,660 out of the ambulance’s revolving fund, Artimovich – aye; Kleinman – aye; Bedard – aye; Jones – aye, motion carries. 
Chief Bird stated there is a Chief’s meeting tomorrow, they are working on a plan to replace the ALS services that Exeter Hospital is discontinuing. The Board asked Bird to update them with more information when possible.
Chief Bird also discussed how he would like to change his department to attract and retain qualified employees. This includes adding a Deputy Chief position and changing 2 officer positions to 2 lieutenant positions. Morgan arrived at 6:55pm. Bedard motioned, seconded by Morgan, to approve posting the Deputy Chief position. After some discussion the motion was amended to post the “anticipated openings” of Deputy Chief and 2 Lieutenants, all were in favor, motion carried.
Morgan arrived at 6:55pm.

Becky Dunham. Conservation Commission Chair updated the Board regarding the 2 pending contracts, both have been reviewed by Primex and all parties are amenable to the changes. Artimovich motioned, seconded by Bedard to sign the Breen contract, all were in favor, motion carried. Artimovich motioned, seconded by Kleinman to sign the Boudreau contract, all were in favor, motion carried.

Kip Kaiser was present to discuss the Code Enforcement budget which is up 4.7%. Artimovich motioned, seconded by Bedard to approve the $92,471 Code Enforcement budget, all were in favor, motion carried.

The Debt Services budget was discussed. Artimovich motions to approve the Debt Services budget at $283,392 contingent upon Chief Bird agreeing to reduce the 985 line by $25,000, Bedard seconds, all in favor, motion carried.
The Board discussed the loam needed at the Recreation Center to help complete the pickleball courts, the cost is $3,900. Artimovich motioned, seconded by Bedard, to approve the Rec spending $3,900 on loam understanding they may overspend their budget, all in favor, motion carried.
The landscaping contract with ASAP Landscaping was discussed. Artimovich motioned, seconded by Morgan to approve signing the contract with ASAP Landscaping, all were in favor, motion carried.
The Board signed the Tax Collector’s Warrant in the amount of $10,037,463, motioned by Artimovich, seconded by Kleinman, all in favor, motion carried.
The Board had two appointment slips for Inspectors of Election, Leslie Kleinman and Kelly Wagner to expire August 1, 2026. Artimovich motioned to approve the 2 appointment slips, seconded by Bedard, all in favor, motion carried.
Artimovich stated that Meet the Candidates Night is tomorrow at the Mary E. Bartlett Library.
Bedard stated the the Municipal Complex Committee met recently and is looking at several options.
Jones stated the Budget Committee met last night and approved all budgets presented.
At 8:37pm, Bedard motioned, seconded by Morgan, to enter nonpublic for personnel and legal. Artimovich – aye; Morgan – aye; Kleinman – aye; Bedard – aye; Jones – aye. Motion passed.
