A highly informative discussion and plan to move forward is formulated and provided below. 
This will begin with a review of the excising land use regulations and will then include:
Creating a workforce housing ordinance to help ensure compliance with NH RSA
674:58-61, which requires municipalities to provide reasonable and realistic
opportunities for workforce housing.
