Board members and the public asked questions and received answers from the applicant. 

The five variance criteria were discussed and are as follows: 
1. Granting the variance would not be contrary to the public interest because: No factual or credible evidence has been presented that this is contrary to the public interest. 
2. The spirit of the ordinance would be observed because: The proposed sign is not an overpowering sign. 
3. Granting the variance would do substantial justice because: The new sign allows an existing business to expand its products being offered and where they are located. 
4. For the following reasons, the values of the surrounding properties would not be diminished: Due to the building being rather isolated and the surrounding properties being commercial enterprises also the value of surrounding properties will not be affected. 
5. [bookmark: _Int_6gt5U8x4][bookmark: _Int_3DFmtvjj][bookmark: _Int_ZJvY1X6R]Unnecessary Hardship: (A) For purposes of this subparagraph, “unnecessary hardship” means that, owing to special conditions of the property that distinguish it from other properties in the area: (I) No fair and substantial relationship exists between the general public purposes of the ordinance provision and the specific application of that provision to the property; and (II) The proposed use, Tractor Supply Co., is a reasonable one in the Commercial zone. The subject variance, the addition of (1) one wall sign totaling 61.46 square feet does not conflict with the general public purpose of the zoning ordinance and continues to permit a reasonable use, i.e., an American supply chain store selling a variety of products for the home improvement, lawn, garden, and agriculture. The granting of the requested variances poses no adverse impact to the health, safety, and general welfare of the community. 

Motion W Morrill, to approve the variance from Section 400.003.004.004 and 400.003.003.001 to allow a second wall mounted sign with a square footage of 61.46 square feet. Seconded by R Elliot with the following conditions: 
1. No signage will be placed on chain-link fencing. 
2. Signage will not be illuminated during non-operational hours 
3. Any storage of Hazardous materials kept in the garden center are documented and submitted to the Brentwood Fire Dept.

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We are filing for a variance with the Brentwood Board of Adjustment to allow for (1) one additional
internally illuminated wall sign at the existing Tractor Supply Co locate at 437 Route 125 Brentwood NH.
Per Section 400.003.004.004 - Each property shall be allowed a maximum of 1 wall sign per tenant with the
total area of wall signs shall not exceed an area of % square foot of sign for every linear foot of building
facing the street. In no event shall a wall sign exceed 120 square feet. We were granted a sign permit
November 23, 2011 for a 108 square foot “Tractor Supply” wall sign, we only now propose to add (1) one
additional “Garden Center” wall sign at 61.46 square feet for a total of 169.46 square feet of wall signage.
Although there is one tenant the retail store sells multiple products for home improvement, agriculture, lawn
and garden maintenance, livestock, equine and pet care for recreational farmers and ranchers, pet owners.
They need the (1) one additional wall sign to direct the customers to the “Garden Center” which is an
outside area that changes with the seasons and sells everything from flowers, soil, shovels to Christmas
trees. The main building with the Garden Center gable is over 165 feet long and the (2) two total wall signs
are necessary to properly advertise this store and property. Enclosed please find the following:
