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Let this letter be a Motion for Rehearing appealing the Decision of the Zoning Board of
Adjustment dated December 17, 2024. We went before the Zoning Board of Adjustment on
December 16, 2024 to allow for a second “Garden Center” wall sign, 61.46 square feet at the
Tractor Supply Co., where only (1) one 120 square foot wall sign is allowed. We were approved
for the additional wall sign BUT condition #2 on the decision states that BOTH wall signs could
only total 120 Square feet in total. The facts are as follows

The existing “Tractor Supply Co.” wall sign is 6’-0” x 18°-0” which equals 108 square feet. We
were issued a permit #11108 (see attached) for this wall sign on November 23, 2011. The ZBA
allowed us to install a second “Garden Center” wall sign of 61.46 square feet. The total of these
(2) signs would be 169.46 square feet. How does the condition #2 on the ZBA decision coincide
with this when it states both signs cannot be more than 120 square feet?? This would allow us
only 12 square feet for the “Garden Center” wall sign. The bylaws allow (1) one wall sign at 120
square feet already so why would we go for a variance for additional square footage when you
are NOT allowing more than the allowed 120 square feet

Obviously, this is NOT what we requested, we wish to be allowed to refile the variance and go
before the ZBA again to get what we requested the first time. If you have any questions or need
additional information, please call me at (774) 239-2781.
