Jones & Beach Engineers, Inc., respectfully submit a Variance Application for the parcel referenced above, on behalf of our client & owner, Revolution Real Estate. The intent of this project is to show the proposed construction of three (3) buildings containing contractor buildings (contractor garages) and associated parking. A variance is being requested from Article VII, Section 700.002.006.005 for relief from the required disturbance of soil within (50) feet of a wetland with very poorly drained soils.  
Daniel Page and Barry Gier from Jones and Beach Engineering give a presentation of the plan and go through the five variance criteria. 
Daniel Page explains the history of the property and the now resolved issues with the previous owner and wetlands violations and NH DES intervention and completed mitigation plan.
