Motion by B Stevens to approve K Aldred to participate remotely. D Finan seconded the motion, a roll call vote; the motion carried unanimously. 
Motion by B Stevens to approve D Marino to participate remotely. D Finan seconded the motion, a roll call vote; the motion carried unanimously. 
Nate Swasey, who has attended the meeting, has expressed interest in becoming a Planning Board alternate member. 
Motion by D Finan to allow Nate Swasey to be a Planning Board alternate member. Seconded by B Stevens, roll call vote, the motion passed unanimously. 
Nate Swasey shares photos of a farmhouse that has been converted to apartments using adaptive use in Contoocook, NH. 
The board discusses the letters being sent to property owners regarding the proposed zoning changes. Letters will only be sent to properties that are in districts that have fewer than 100 property owners. 
Board discussion revolves around the proposed zoning ordinance changes. The topics included but are not limited to: 
How to limit the size and scope of an ADU to ensure it remains an accessory of the primary dwelling. G Greenwood will look at the language of Stratham’s ADU ordinance and propose some changes. 

The change from the Selectboard signing building permits to the building inspector signing all building permits. The changes will not affect the foundation certification process. 
D Finan leaves the meeting at 7:45 PM.
Notice from Epping NH for the State of NH process for an application for a collection/storage/transfer facility at 270 Exeter Road, Epping NH. An expansion of the existing facilities is planned, but no site plan is available currently. When it is available, the Town of Epping will send it to the LUA of Brentwood. The expansion will not be on any land located within the Town of Brentwood. 
Motion by B Ramsdell to approve the 12/4/25 minutes with the edits discussed. Second, B Stevens, roll call vote was carried out unanimously. 
Motion by P Kleinman to approve the work session meeting minutes from 12/8/25. Seconded by B Stevens, the roll call was carried out unanimously. 
B Ramsdell brings further concern over the construction mats returning to the property located at 1 Smith Road. Currently the property has no site plan on file, The owner of the property has submitted a second application with a public hearing scheduled for 1/8/26. Selectboard member P Kleinman will bring this new information to the selectboard and will contact the Building Inspector for further investigation. 
K Aldred has prepared a spreadsheet for meetings and events that Planning board members can attend and present the proposed ordinance changes. K Aldred also created a slide presentation with presenter notes to help with the presentations. Members should decide which event they would like to attend and talk to voters.
